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Analysis of Overall Condition of Jiangxi Highway Transport
and the Proposed Remidies

Abstract: Undoubtedly, Jiangxi highway transport, as an important transportation channel, has made significant contribu-
tion to the development of our national ecnomy, to the wnstruction of local economy, and to the accomplishment of pas-
senger-cargo transport task, creating great social and economic benefits.
